Mr. Landsman bought his home at 8 Bayview Ave. (Port Washington) in 1988. The 

house was built in 1863. The items in this collection were found in a third ceiling above 

one of the bedrooms during renovation and beneath the living room floorboards.

The collection contains a Fire Department Record Book which was probably kept by 

Henry Birkel, who lived at 8 Bayview Ave. from 1906-1914, and belonged to Protection

(MacLaughlin) family, a tintype of a young woman and a portrait of a young boy (both 

unidentified), a negative and photographic print of an unidentified infant in the house’s 

backyard, a Valentine’s Day greeting, and an Edison Gold Moulded Record Cylinder
